ANSWER: Robert Burns 

2. The speaker of this poem claims, "I am a part of all that I have met," and complains, "Life piled on life were all too little." At the end of this poem, the speaker describes himself and his fellow mariners as "made weak by time and fate, but strong in will to strive, to seek, to find, and not to yield." For 10 points, name this dramatic monologue by Alfred, Lord Tennyson spoken by a King of Ithaca.
ANSWER: "Ulysses" 

3. This man gave a speech promoting Barry Goldwater's presidential campaign entitled "A Time for Choosing." During a debate about Medicare, this man retorted "there you go again" to his flustered opponent. This President won re-election using the slogan "Morning in America" and promoted supply-side economics. For 10 points, name this Republican President who dubbed the Soviet Union the "Evil Empire" and asked Mikhail Gorbachev to tear down the Berlin Wall.
ANSWER: Ronald Reagan [Ronald Wilson Reagan]

4. Attempts to communicate this property in the labor market can create signaling behavior, and searching for it when setting prices leads to screening. It can be "perfect," "complete," or "incomplete" in game theory. Difficulties in determining this property are the subject of "The Market for Lemons," which discusses the problem of "asymmetry" in this property. For 10 points, name this economic property consisting of factual data about goods and preferences.
ANSWER: information 

5. The Albizzi (al-BEET-see) family was an early rival of this family. This family's member Salvestro was the spokesperson of the woolmakers' guild during the Ciompi (CHOAM-pee) revolt. After the death of a member of this family, Girolamo Savonarola (jeer-AH-lah-moh sah-voh-nah-ROH-luh) organized the "Bonfire of the Vanities." The Pazzi (POT-see) Conspiracy killed Giuliano (jool-ee-AH-noh) and failed to kill Lorenzo the Magnificent of this family. For 10 points, name this Italian banking family which ruled Florence during the Renaissance.
ANSWER: Medici family [or House of Medici]

6. Objects in this region lacking a 2 to 3 or 1 to 2 orbital resonance are known as cubewanos ("q-b-one-o's"). The innermost portion of the scattered disc lies partially within this region. The New Horizons probe was launched to study this region. The moon Triton is thought to have been captured from this region. This region's dwarf planets include Makemake ("MAH-kay MAH-kay") and Pluto. For 10 points, name this outer region of the Solar System that's closer than the Oort Cloud.
ANSWER: Edgeworth–Kuiper belt ("KAY-puhr")
7. Charles-Louis Hanon (HOH-nun) composed exercises for this instrument. A set of three pieces for it inspired by ancient Greek dances is called the Gymnopedies (jim-nah-peh-DEE). Steinway & Sons revolutionized the design of these instruments. Common introductory pieces for this instrument include the "Minuet in G major" formerly attributed to Bach. It has soft, sostenuto (soh-steh-NOO-toh), and sustain pedals, and plays Beethoven's "Für Elise (FYOOR eh-LEEZ-uh)." For 10 points, name this keyboard instrument with black and white keys.
ANSWER: pianos [or pianoforte]

8. This English-language day of the week is when the cooking of cholent (HO-lent) usually begins. On this English-language day of the week, the Zuhr (DOO-ur) is not said and the Jumu'ah (JOOM-wuh) prayer is held in its place. In another religion, two candles are lit on this day, eighteen minutes before sunset. For 10 points, name this day when an important communal prayer takes place at mosques in Islam and when Shabbat (shuh-BOT) begins in Judaism.
ANSWER: Friday 

9. Claudette Colvin's arrest in this city prompted the Supreme Court case Browder v. Gayle. This city's Dexter Avenue Baptist Church was used as the base of a civil rights leader. After an incident involving a seamstress, this city was the site of mass carpools. That campaign began in this city after NAACP secretary Rosa Parks was arrested for refusing to surrender her seat on the public transit system. For 10 points, name this Alabama city, the site of a 1956 bus boycott.
ANSWER: Montgomery
10. The hedgehog dilemma was introduced in this philosopher's essay collection Parerga and Paralipomena (pah-RAIR-guh and PAH-roh-LIP-oh-MEH-nuh). In his doctoral thesis, this man identified being, knowing, becoming, and willing as the bases for the principle of sufficient reason. The Upanishads (oo-PAH-nee-shahdz) inspired a book by this man that introduced the "thing-in-itself" in a criticism of Kant. For 10 points, name this German philosopher who wrote The World as Will and Representation.
ANSWER: Arthur Schopenhauer
11. This number is equal to the cototient of any prime number. Euler's identity states that e raised to the i times pi plus this number equals zero. Traditionally, the first two entries in the Fibonacci sequence equal this number. This number is equal to the determinant of the identity matrix as well as the magnitude of a unit vector. This number is the multiplicative identity in the integers. For 10 points, name the lowest positive integer.
ANSWER: one
12. In octahedral molecular complexes with two types of ligands, this phenomenon may exist in facial and meridional forms, or fac and mer. Because the double bond does not rotate, this phenomenon in alkenes is represented by cis and trans. Fructose and glucose share this phenomenon because they both consist of C6H12O6. For 10 points, name this phenomenon exhibited by two or more molecules with the same molecular formula, but different structures.
ANSWER: isomers [or word forms of isomer; or stereoisomers; or structural isomers]

13. The Agulhas (aa-GOOL-yas) Current changes direction south of this country, allowing a "sardine run" to take place. Plants called fynbos (FIN-bohz) are found along this country's Garden Route. Its city of Port Elizabeth is a hub for whale watching. Clouds often obscure this country's Table Mountain. Many of this country's residents speak a Dutch-based language called Afrikaans (ah-free-KAHNZ). For 10 points, name this country whose three capitals include Pretoria and Cape Town.
ANSWER: South Africa [Republic of South Africa] 

14. The name of this art form comes from the preparatory drawings for tapestries such as those by Raphael. A lithograph in this style portrays Louis-Philippe (LOO-ee-feh-LEEP) as Gargantua and was by Honoré Daumier (ah-nah-RAY DOHM-yay). Roy Lichtenstein was inspired by this art form to use Ben Day dots to paint Drowning Girl. Everyone points to their left above the caption "Tammany Ring" in a piece of this type by Thomas Nast. For 10 points, name these drawings, which include political ones, that are often featured in The New Yorker.

15. A guest character on this television show was the right-wing politician Herbert Love. Subplots on this show have included creating software called "Fakeblock" and funding a musical about the Fantastic Four. For 10 points, name this sitcom starring Jason Bateman as Michael Bluth (BLOOTH).

2. This country attempted to achieve nuclear independence with the failed Blue Streak delivery mechanism. This country's prime minister issues the "letters of last resort," which are stored on the four Vanguard submarines. This country operates Clyde Naval Base and uses Trident missiles for its nuclear deterrent . For 10 points, name this country whose nuclear weapons program was a major issue in the 2014 Scottish independence referendum.
ANSWER: United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland [or U.K.; or Great Britain; prompt on England] 

3. In Cao Dai, this practice is followed on ten specific days of each month and entitles people who fulfill it to the "Mystery of Deliverance" upon death. The shojin-ryori (shoh-jin-ree-ore-ee) technique within Buddhism is a system for this practice, which is strictly followed in another religion as the main form of ahimsa (ah-HIM-suh). For 10 points, name this dietary practice characteristic of Jainism and followed by forty percent of Hindus, in which meat is not eaten.
ANSWER: vegetarianism [do not accept "fasting"]
4. This element has the highest sublimation point. A nitrile is comprised of a nitrogen bonded to this element, and in inorganic chemistry that functional group is called a cyanide. Allotropes of this element include buckyballs and graphene. This element can sometimes be substituted with silicon, which is right below it on the periodic table. For 10 points, name this element with an atomic weight 12 and symbol C.
ANSWER: carbon [accept C before it is read]

5. During a game in New Jersey, this athlete accidentally spat on a young girl while trying to target an abusive fan. He did Nike commercials playing on his insistence that athletes were not role models. This man claims to have lost over ten million dollars gambling, and he now uses such catch phrases as "you're a knucklehead" and "that's terrible (TURR-bull)." For 10 points, name this retired NBA power forward who is now an outspoken TNT commentator.
ANSWER: Charles Barkley [Charles Wade Barkley]

6. The title character of a novel by this author drunkenly auctions off his wife and child to the sailor Newson. His controversial last novel follows a stonemason who has a scandalous relationship with Sue Bridehead. In another novel by this man, the title woman's rape by Alec is the cause of her later abandonment by Angel Clare. For 10 points, name this Victorian novelist of Jude the Obscure and Tess of the d'Urbervilles.
ANSWER: Thomas Hardy 

7. The gravitational center of the Local Group lies between M31 and this object. Edwin Hubble showed that many objects thought to be nebulae were not part of this object. Satellites of this object include the Small and Large Magellanic Clouds. At the center of this object is Sagittarius A-star, a supermassive black hole. In about four billion years, this barred spiral galaxy will collide with the Andromeda Galaxy. For 10 points, name this galaxy home to the Solar System.
ANSWER: Milky Way galaxy

8. In his most famous work, this scientist differentiated the material, efficient, formal, and final causes. This man's namesake school of philosophy and theology was criticized in The Incoherence of the Philosophers for including Aristotelianism. This polymath intermixed the theories of Aristotle and Galen in creating a medical reference tome that became the standard from the 1000s thru the 1600s AD. For 10 points, name this Islamic author of The Canon of Medicine.
ANSWER: Avicenna [or Abu Ali al-Husayn ibn Abd Allah ibn Al-Hasan ibn Ali ibn Sina]

9. The Philadelphia chromosome is found in one type of this condition. The "multiple-hit" hypothesis applies to proteins that suppress this condition. The "guardian of the cell", p53, is mutated in a few forms of this condition. Some kinds of this condition may be prevented with double mastectomies, and agents that can cause it are termed carcinogenic (car-sin-oh-jen-ic). For 10 points, name this broad condition treated by oncologists that includes lymphomas and leukemias.
ANSWER: cancer [or malignant tumors; or lymphoma; or leukemia; or breast cancer; accept other specific types of cancer; prompt on malignancy; prompt on tumor]
10. This play's author described her struggle to get it produced and its eventual success in To Be Young, Gifted, and Black. In this play, ten thousand dollars from his father's life insurance are lost when Walter Lee tries to invest in a liquor store. In this play, the black Younger family move to an all-white neighborhood in Chicago. For 10 points, name this play by Lorraine Hansberry that takes its title from a poem by Langston Hughes.
ANSWER: A Raisin in the Sun 

11. Stanislav Galić (STAN-ih-slahv GAH-leech) was convicted for ordering the Markale (mar-KAH-lee) massacres in this country. The Srebrenica (SREH-breh-neet-SAH)  massacre targeted Muslims from this country, whose capital was the site of "sniper alleys." A lengthy siege in this country ended by the Dayton Accords. Ratko Mladić (RAT-koh MLAH-deech) was extradited to the Hague for crimes he committed against this country. For 10 points, name this country whose capital Sarajevo was seized for four years during the 1990s. 
ANSWER: Bosnia [Republic of Bosnia and Herzegovina; or Bosna i Hercegovina]

12. In this novel, Eunice Simpson is tied to a chair by a furnace in a game of "Shadrach." In this novel, the narrator's father is forced to shoot a rabid dog, and small presents are left in the hollow of a tree for the narrator and her brother. The central characters of this novel were originated in a draft recently published as Go Set a Watchman. For 10 points, name this novel about Scout and Atticus Finch written by Harper Lee.
ANSWER: To Kill a Mockingbird 

13. This man's autobiography, The Story of My Experiments with Truth, describes how he was thrown off a train in Maritzburg. This person held several conferences with Lord Irwin, and he spun cloth on his own spinning wheel to promote the Swadeshi (swah-DESH-ee) movement. This person was arrested after boiling a lump of mud at the seashore during his Salt March. For 10 points, name this advocate of satyagraha (saht-YEH-grah-hah) who led the movement for Indian independence.
ANSWER: Mahatma Gandhi [or Mohandas Karamchand Gandhi]

14. A onetime member of this national group was accused of plagiarizing a Turner painting for her own The Shape of Our Kind. A member of this group once sued Howard University for favoring black students and later told Matt Lauer that as a child, she drew self-portraits with a "brown crayon." That leader of this group, Rachel Dolezal (DOH-leh-zahl), resigned after her parents revealed she was white. For 10 points, name this civil rights organization.
ANSWER: NAACP [or National Association for the Advancement of Colored People]

15. This style was used to paint the swirling background of a portrait of Felix Feneon (feh-LEEKS feh-nee-OHN). Paul Signac (SEEN-yak) worked in this style, which was used in a painting of working-class Bathers at Asnieres (AHN-yair). In contrast, another painting in this style shows upper-class women with umbrellas, including one who holds a fishing rod and a monkey on a leash, on the island of La Grande Jatte (lah grahn JOT). For 10 points, name this style used by Georges Seurat (SEH-rah), in which groups of dots form a larger image.

4. This artist painted a man pulling back a red curtain to point to a cut-down tree and an adult-looking child holding an axe. He painted a home in Eldon, in southern Iowa, and in another piece, showed a child George Washington. This artist of Parson Weems' Fable depicted his sister and his dentist in a painting, where the dour-looking man holds a pitchfork. For 10 points, name this man who painted American Gothic.
ANSWER: Grant Wood [Grant DeVolson Wood]

5. This man's "mechanical method" was discovered in a palimpsest that included his The Method of Mechanical Theorems. This man's tomb included a sketch of a sphere inscribed in a cylinder referencing his proof that the volume of a sphere was equal to four over three times pi times r to the third. Water can be lifted to higher ground with this man's namesake screw. For 10 points, name the Greek mathematician who supposedly shouted "Eureka" after sitting in a bathtub.
