For 10 points, name this Welsh poet who wrote the villanelle beginning, "Do not go gentle into that good night."
ANSWER: Dylan Thomas 

3. The rhythm of this song's lyrics was based on "Oops! Upside Your Head" by the Gap Band and "All Gold Everything" by Trinidad James. In this song's music video, its singer wears a pink jacket while claiming that he'll "make a dragon wanna retire, man." This song repeats the phrases "Girls hit you hallelujah" and "Don't believe me, just watch." For 10 points, name this Mark Ronson and Bruno Mars smash hit.
ANSWER: "Uptown Funk" 

4. For a linear transformation, this term is applied to the vector space on which the transformation acts. Multiple elements in this set can be mapped to the same element for a surjective function. For a rational function, this set corresponds to all values except those which make the denominator equal to zero. This set is the inputs to a function for which the function has a defined output. For 10 points, name this set that is contrasted with the image, or range.
ANSWER: domain [do not accept "codomain"]

5. This politician banned peacetime flogging by instituting the Cardwell Reforms. This prime minister decried the "horrors" of the Ottoman suppression of a revolt in Bulgaria. Queen Victoria chastised this politician after "Chinese" Gordon was killed at Khartoum. This prime minister introduced the secret ballot as part of his reform effort, and he introduced two bills in favor of Irish home rule. For 10 points, name this Liberal prime minister and rival of Benjamin Disraeli.
ANSWER: William Gladstone [William Ewart Gladstone]

6. This quantity squared is equal to the reciprocal of permittivity times permeability. The square of this quantity divides the square of relative velocity in the Lorentz factor. The existence of the luminiferous aether was tested by comparing this quantity with an interferometer in the Michelson-Morley experiment. It's assumed to be a universal constant in special relativity and is divided by phase velocity to yield the refractive index. For 10 points, what quantity is equal to approximately 3 times 10 the 8 meters per second?
ANSWER: speed of light in a vacuum [or c]

7. In an opera by this man, the duet "Au fond du temple saint (oo FON doo TOM-pluh sahn)" is sung by Zurga and Nadir, who have both fallen in love with the same woman in Ceylon. In another of his operas, a woman believes that her drawing of a spade from a deck of cards signifies her death. In that opera by this man, Frasquita (frah-SKEE-tah) and Mercedes dance for soldiers near Lillas Pastia's cafe. His most famous opera concerns a gypsy girl who sings a "Habanera" (hah-bah-NAIR-ah) and is loved by Don Jose. For 10 points, name this composer of Carmen.
ANSWER: Georges Bizet [or Alexandre Cesar Leopold Bizet] 

8. This poem ends with the speaker calling attention to a statue of Neptune taming the seahorse cast in bronze by Claus of Innsbruck. This poem's speaker complains that his wife had "a heart—how shall I say?—too soon made glad." The portrait of this poem's title woman was painted by Fra Pandolf, and is shown off by the murderous Duke of Ferrara. For 10 points, name this dramatic monologue by Robert Browning.
ANSWER: "My Last Duchess" 

9. The elastic component of the stress tensor reduces to this quantity for a completely fluid material. For a point inside a static liquid, this quantity is equal to the depth times the acceleration due to gravity times the density of the liquid. This applied to a fluid is transmitted throughout the fluid in all directions according to Pascal's principle. For 10 points, name this quantity which is equal to the amount of force per unit area a fluid puts on a container.
ANSWER: pressure
10. The 1080p ("10 80 P") and 720p ("7 20 P") standards were developed for these devices. These devices used to display information according to the NTSC standard, which had a frame rate of 29.97. In 2009 in the US, these devices transitioned to receiving purely digital signals, requiring the use of a digital tuner. Older examples of these devices often feature rabbit ear antennas. For 10 points, name these mass entertainment devices that display moving pictures and sounds from stations like ABC and NBC.

Started in 1889 on the Near West Side, it was meant to start a "community of university women" to help educate and reform the working classes. For 10 points, name this settlement house co-founded by Jane Addams in Chicago.
ANSWER: Hull House

12. A non-fiction study of this country profiles six people during a disaster and was written by John Hersey. Another study of this country involved no fieldwork and was conducted by reading literature and watching films. That 1946 study of this country discusses its lack of "guilt culture" in favor of "shame culture." For 10 points, name this Asian country studied by Ruth Benedict in The Chrysanthemum and the Sword on the behest of the U.S. Office of War Information.
ANSWER: Japan [or Nippon-koku; or Nihon-koku]

13. Holders of this position were dominated by the Theophylact (thee-oh-FAI-lakt) family during a period called the Pornocracy. The corpse of a holder of this post named Formosus was put on trial in the Cadaver Synod. The fraudulent Donation of Constantine gave land to holders of this position. Boniface (BAH-nee-fus) VIII, a holder of this position, issued a bull which claimed that its holders were infallible. For 10 points, name this position whose holders now reside in the Vatican city.
ANSWER: the Pope [or the Papacy; or Bishop of Rome; or Papa]

This artist collaborated with Willard Van Dyke and Edward Weston to found f/64 (eff sixty-four). He showed the moon rising over a darkened cemetery in Moonrise, Hernandez, New Mexico.  For 10 points, name this photographer of several images of Yosemite National Park.
ANSWER: Ansel Adams [Ansel Easton Adams]

3. Walter Devereux (DEH-vuh-roh) assassinated a commander during this war named Albrecht von Wallenstein (AL-bresht von VAHL-ensh-teen). The settlement ending this war, which reaffirmed the principles of the earlier Peace of Augsburg, was the Peace of Westphalia (west-FAIL-yuh). Gustavus Adolphus led Sweden's forces into this war, in which Catholic France allied with Protestant forces against the Habsburgs. For 10 points, name this major Central European war that lasted from 1618 to 1648.
ANSWER: Thirty Years' War

4. A "gap" in deposits of this rock occurred after the Permian-Triassic extinction. Centralia is famous for its deposits of this rock. This rock is classified by its "rank". When uninterrupted, geologic process transform this sedimentary rock from lignite to its bituminous form to anthracite. This resource is prevalent in the Allegheny Plateau and is found in namesake "beds" and "seams". For 10 points, name this rock composed mostly of carbon, a fossil fuel burned to generate most electricity on Earth.
ANSWER: coal
5. Adding an OH onto this molecule makes the chemical used in antifreeze, ethylene glycol. A solution of 96% of this substance in water forms an inseparable azeotrope. It contains two carbons with a hydroxyl, or OH attached. The quantity of this molecule found in a certain commercial product is measured in "proof." Corn is typically used as biomass for the production of this biofuel additive. For 10 points, identify this molecule found in drinking alcohol. 
ANSWER: ethanol [or ethyl alcohol; prompt on alcohol]

6. This goddess defends her mother's honor by killing all seven daughters of the boastful Niobe (nai-OH-bee). 7. This world leader bought over five thousand short tons of corn from an Iowa farmer. He denounced the brutal policies of his predecessor in the "Secret Speech" and squared off against Vice-President Richard Nixon in the Kitchen Debate. This man banged his shoe on a desk in the United Nations and told the United States "we will bury you." For 10 points, name this Soviet leader who, in 1953, emerged as the successor to Josef Stalin.
ANSWER: Nikita Khrushchev [Nikita Sergeyevich Khrushchev]

8. Characters in this play include an alcoholic choir director who commits suicide named Simon Stimson. In this play's final act, a dead woman revisits the scene of her twelfth birthday. This play is narrated by the Stage Manager, and the title location of this play is the town of Grover's Corners. For 10 points, name this play about Emily Webb and George Gibbs written by Thornton Wilder.
ANSWER: Our Town 

9. This king centralized power with the help of agents called "missi dominici (MEE-see doh-min-EE-chee)." Writers at this ruler's court included Alcuin, an English scholar, and Einhard, his court biographer. This son of Pepin the Short established his court at Aachen (AA-kun). On Christmas Day in 800 CE, Pope Leo III crowned this man as "King of the Romans." For 10 points, name this medieval Frankish king who united large areas of Western Europe.
ANSWER: Charlemagne [or Carolus Magnus; or Charles the Great]

10. A character created by this author possesses a high-pitched shriek he can use to break glass, which he uses to help his mother's lover Jan (YAHN). This author's most famous novel is followed by Dog Years and Cat and Mouse in his "Danzig Trilogy." A novel by this author follows the dwarf Oskar Matzerath (MAHT-zer-aht), who receives the title instrument on his third birthday. For 10 points, name this Nobel Prize-winning German author of The Tin Drum.
ANSWER: Gunter Grass (GIN-ter GRAHSS)
11. This man played the traitorous Agent 23 in the Get Smart movie. He began his acting career playing the Scorpion King in The Mummy films. This actor was added to the G.I. Joe film series as Roadblock and to the Fast and the Furious series as Luke Hobbs. He played the title role in 2014's Hercules and starred as an Air Rescue pilot in the earthquake film San Andreas. For 10 points, name this actor who is also a wrestler known as The Rock.
ANSWER: Dwayne Johnson [or The Rock until it is read]

12. A sculpture made of this material sits atop the Thunder Stone, the largest stone ever moved by man. Another sculpture made of this material was so lifelike that people accused its sculptor of casting it from a living model. This material, which was used in Étienne Falconet's (EHT-yen FAAL-coh-nayz) equestrian statue in Saint Petersburg, was also used in Donatello's David. For 10 points, name this metal that Auguste Rodin (oh-GOOST roh-DAAN) used to sculpt The Gates of Hell and The Thinker.
ANSWER: bronze 

13. The first step of reactions catalyzed by these compounds is typically a deprotonation. These substances decrease the concentration of hydronium ions, or H3O plus. All alkali metals in water quickly form strong forms of these chemicals. Red litmus paper turns blue in the presence of them. These chemicals can accept hydrogens according to Bronsted-Lowry theory, or donate electrons in Lewis theory. For 10 points, name these chemicals that present a pH of above seven in solution.
ANSWER: bases [prompt on hydroxides]

This man claimed that miracles are unbelievable because they are based on the experience of another in "Of Miracles." This author of A Treatise of Human Nature described conceiving of a missing shade of blue as an exception to his proposition that all ideas come from "impressions." For 10 points, name this Scottish empiricist, the author of An Enquiry Concerning Human Understanding.
ANSWER: David Hume
2. The Robinson-Patman Act amended an earlier law of this type. A law of this type led to convictions of those involved in the Northern Securities affair, although it was frequently used against unions to squash labor movements. A 1914 law of this type was named for Henry Clayton, and an 1890 one was named for John Sherman. For 10 points, identify these types of laws which were meant to regulate businesses judged to be anti-competitive. 
ANSWER: antitrust laws [prompt on corporate laws; prompt on anti-monopoly laws]

3. A city on this island was chosen over Rankin Inlet to become the capital of its territory. This island, named for a man who sailed the Discovery, was traditionally called Qikiqtaaluk (kee-keek-TAH-luk). This island has several mountains named after gods from Norse mythology, such as Mount Odin. Frobisher Bay, which juts into this island's southeast, was once used as the name for its city of Iqaluit (ee-KAH-loo-it). It is bigger than Victoria Island and Ellesmere Island and is part of the territory of Nunavut (NOO-nuh-vut). For 10 points, name this largest island in Canada.
ANSWER: Baffin Island 

4. This ion, copper, and the hydroxide ion compose malachite. Minerals containing, and named for, this ion effervesce when a dilute acid, like hydrochloric acid, is dripped on them. In the ocean, the concentration of this ion, carbon dioxide, and water is in equilibrium with its "bi" form, which is a buffer system. Calcium and this ion form the skeletons of corals. For 10 points, name this anion with a charge of minus two and whose formula is CO3.
